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Correcting a Reverse Bite

Problem :

This lady’s upper front teeth were biting behind her lower front
teeth (this is called a reverse bite). She was seeking a treatment
option that could be completed within a short time span.

Solution :

As an alternative to braces, the following treatment was

provided to obtain the final cosmetics she desired.
1) Porcelain crowns for the three teeth in reverse bite.

2) Elective root canal treatment was performed to enable a
significant change to angulation of the 3 crowned teeth.




Closing a Midline Gap and
Improving tooth Colour and Shape
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Closing a Midline Gap and
Improving tooth Colour and Shape

Problem:

This lady was unhappy with the poor shape & colour of her
teeth as well as the unsightly midline gap present between her
upper front teeth.

Solution :

1) Porcelain veneers were placed on the upper front teeth to
achieve a more harmonious appearance and to close the
midline gap.

2) Minor tooth re-shaping (Enameloplasty) was done to
remove the jagged & uneven edges of the lower front teeth

3) Upper and lower teeth were bleached using in-office tooth
whitening.




Improving Alignment and Shape of Teeth
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Improving Alignment and Shape of Teeth

Problem :

This lady was unhappy with the rotated and uneven appearance
of her upper front teeth.

Solution :

1) Porcelain veneers were provided for the four upper front
teeth to create a better alignment and shape.

2) The rest of her teeth were bleached using in-office tooth
whitening for a brighter and more uniform colour.




Improving Colour and Shape of Anterior Teeth
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Improving Colour and Shape of Anterior Teeth

Problem :

Her lower front teeth were malformed and appeared pitted and
discoloured. She also wanted to replace the unsightly upper
anterior crowns which were of poor colour and shape.

Solution:
The desired cosmetic improvement was achieved by

1) Porcelain veneers to improve the colour, contour and
shape of the upper and lower front teeth.

2) Upper and lower tooth whitening




Correcting Alignment and Rotation of Teeth
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Correcting Alignment and Rotation of Teeth

Problem :

Her upper front teeth were rotated and overlapped with each
other. In addition her upper right canine was rotated outwards.

Solution :

1) Porcelain veneers for the upper two front teeth to correct
rotation and overlap.

2)  Enamelplasty for the upper canine to remove the excess
bulk and create better alignment.

3) Tooth whitening to improve the overall colour




Correcting Alignment of a Displaced Tooth
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Correcting Alignment of a Displaced Tooth

Problem :

This lady’s upper front tooth was displaced inwards giving the
appearance of a missing tooth.

Solution :
1) Scaling & polishing to achieve healthy gums

2) Cosmetic gum recontouring above the displaced tooth to
restore gum level to its correct height.

3) An porcelain crown to reposition the tooth outward.
